% Archeology: Introducing visitors to the museum and what you might see on a hike in the desert: grinding stones, ceramic sherds, and
stone debitage that archaeologists use to recreate the area's history.

% Rock Talks: Pull out panels describing a hike and its geology, where you would see the actual rock formation used as a model for each
exhibit rock.

< Adaptation Cases: Highlighting three of the ways Native Americans adapted to survive in the extreme landscape of the Imperial Valley.

% Visible Storage: In addition to text panels digging deeper into the story of Southern California ollas are 2 monitors presenting a video

on traditional Kumeyaay ceramic arts thanks to a grant from the Alliance for California Traditional Arts.
